Speech Criteria

Voice- Is there enough volume? Projecting voice? Clarity in speech?

Posture- Tall, composed, addressing audience members; not leaning on podium, no hands 
    in pockets, gestures to enhance/direct talking

Eye Contact- not just focused on one spot, working the room as much as possible; not 


reading the material in front of you, avoiding looking at a clock

Content- information organized, clear, good intro/conclusion—not saying “My speech is 
  
   about,” or “I’m going to talk about,” or just saying the word or idea of their 

   topic. Also, not saying, “I’m done,” or  “That’s all,” or “I’m finished,” or     
  “So…, That’s all I have to say,” and asking a question are poor ways to end a speech.

Time Constraint- depends on the speech—sometimes a frame of a minute, sometimes 


    must exceed a given amount of time.

Audience Member (?)- participation AFTER speech to ask questions, not working on 



 other work
