This course is designed for above-average English students. Students enrolled in this class will read, study and discuss a variety of worthwhile literature including short stories, novels, poetry and drama by noted world authors. In addition,  a public  speaking experience will be provided in the form of two required individual speeches and one group presentation per semester (minimum). TESTS

You will have approximately 4 tests per semester. These will make up about 25% 


of your semester grade.

QUIZZES

A majority of your grade will be quizzes, and you should expect to have a quiz EVERY 


DAY of class, whether it deals with a reading assignment from the night before, 


vocabulary or material you have taken notes on that day or previous days in 


class. This will make up about 50-55% of your grade.

HOMEWORK

You should expect a generous amount of homework in this subject.  Unless the class is 


working on a novel, then the reading will be homework to be discussed and 


quizzed on the next day. Rarely graded, but you are accountable for it at all times. Homework that 
is graded will usually be in the form of writing (paragraphs and essays).

You have the opportunity to earn 25 points/month in participation.  Any or most of hese points 
can be forfeited for any number of reasons: lack of involvement or answering ideas, unable to 
answer questions due to not being accountable with assignment, talking at inappropriate times, 
doing other coursework in the class, absences, or basically not doing the right thing.

CLASSROOM RULES
